A shae
machinist by trade and mother of six, Alice was imprisoned W
five cimes in all in her fight for the vote and went on to form a
local branch of the Women's Social and Political Union.

The descendants of Alice have probably one of the best
collecrions in the UK today of suffragette memorabilia and
much of the collection can now be viewed on the website.
Memorabilia includes her first arrest warrant, prison notes,
sash and numerous postcards, together with archive footage
and music.

The website also includes a rimeline of events and a brief
resumé of Alice’s life and is intended to become a learning
resource for students of the movement, bath young and old.
